Directional Signs

Certain signs can show "who did what to whom" through their movement. The movement of the sign indicates the subject and the object of the verb. You can directionalize many different verbs. One example you may already know is MEET.  
Another name for this concept is "agreement verbs."  These are verbs that incorporation information about the subject and object (the doer and receiver of the action).  That means you don't have to use a separate sign for the subject and/or object when you use a directional verb.  This is known as "agreement."  These verbs can be used pretty simply by setting people up or giving a location first, then using direction to show who is doing what to whom or where. Directional signs can be very fun to use and make your message so much clearer when used properly.
Ex. 1: I-MEET-YOU     Ex. 2:  GIRL (point) BOY (point) SHE-MEET-HIM
