Lexicalized Signs

"Lexical" basically means "word-like" or "like a word."

Lexicalization means that the manner of spelling is different from normal spelling.  A lexicalized spelled concept will actually look more like a sign than fingerspelling.
Lexicalized words are fingerspelled but something is different about how they are fingerspelled.   
    Some signs (1) change/add movement, (2) palms face in/down/up, or (3) drop letters. 

When you see a lexicalized sign in an ASL sentence it is indicated by the symbol # preceding the sign.    TOMORROW #BANK I GO I         or       #POOL FEEL NICE

You may come across a word that is lexicalized and has a sign.  
An example of this would be for the sign WHAT or #WHAT. 
Try it - It is actually spelled palm facing up/back, hand moving downward/ forward, changing from a "W" into a "T."  (You drop the H and the A.)
