Wh-Questions 

Knowing how to ask for help is important in any language.   The WH-words are used in ASL just as they are in English, to ask for information or clarification.  However, unlike English sentences, WH-signs do not occur at the beginning of the sentence, they are placed at the end in ASL. 

For Example: 


English:  Where is the bathroom?                  What time is it?

TIME WHAT

To sign WH-words you should always have non-manual signals accompanying the sign. 
They are: 
1. Eyebrows furrowed (down)

2. The head is slightly tilted
This only needs to happen with the WH-word.  
   As always, maintain eye contact before asking for clarification or information.
